MBAM RESPONSE TO FUEL PRICE INCREASE AND SUBSIDY CUTS
MBAM noted the recent fuel price increases and would like to appeal to all  vendors and suppliers of building materials and services providers to be mindful so as NOT to take advantage of the situation and charge higher prices. MBAM appeals to all parties to assist to create a more stable construction market and thus sustain a demand stability to support the supply chain and the construction industry.

MBAM also hopes the Government would consider giving at least 6 months notice before effecting any increases so that the construction industry can adjust to the changes and the impact on the construction industry can be minimized.
Due to fuel increases, there is fear that the cost of living will continue to go up and it is expected that cost of transportation will also go up and would lead to extra labour cost. All the increases will definitely burden construction workers.
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
